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New Commission presents Work Programme for 2010 and new DGs

As the start of its new term begins, the European Commission has published its Work Programme for 2010,
outlining priorities in preparation for the White Paper on Transport (expected end of 2010), a strategy and an
action plan for transport policy and transport infrastructures for 2011-2020. The aim is to achieve transport
sustainability, which requires actions to remove bottlenecks to competitiveness, progress towards a transport
system less dependent on fossil fuels and improvements in safety, security and working conditions.

With the Work Programme, the Commission is seeking to set a direction for the EU in the next decade, as
highlighted by its Europe 2020 strateqy and the worksunderway to prepare the future EU budget. The Programme
draws on the political guidelines presented by President Barroso in September, 2009 setting outthe Co mmi s s i
ambition and commitments for.2010 and beyond and has been devised as a multiannual Programme in order to
improve predictability of the Commission's work as well as facilitate cooperation with other institutions.

The Commission will review its Work Programme every year, setting new annual strategic initiatives and adapting
the multi-annual strand where appropriate in the light of new circumstances, including results from preparatory
work and review of implementation.

Within the Programme is the recast of the First Railway Package, intended to clarify existing provisions in the First
Railway Package in order to increase precision and/or guidance for implementation, as well as the Sustainable
transport package revising the Trans=EuropeamNetwork for Transport (TEN=T):guidelines.

The Commission is now set to/work closely ‘with thes=European Parliament and the Council, as well as
stakeholders, tosensure a broad ownership/on the overall approach and on individual initiativessAS such, it would
like its*Work Programme to act as a central building-block_for the® common inter-institutional prégramming
proposed under the Treaty of Lisbon.

New Directorates -General

Following the approval of the Commissioners-designate by the European Parliament in plenary in February, the
European CommisSion has announced its new allocation of portfolios to the respective cabinets. Two new
Directorates-General (DGs) have been created: DG Energy (ENER) and DG Climate ‘Action (CLIMA). DG Energy
consists of the departments in the former DG Transport and Energy dealing with energy issuestand of the Task
Force Energy which will be transferred from the DG External Relations. The departments responsible for transport
policy remain in the renamed DG Mobility and Transport (MOVE). DG Climate Action has been created out of the
divisions in charge of the relevant activities in DG Environment, DG Enterprise.and Industry, and DG External
Relations.
